Method of Selection:
A committee composed of the SCDAA President, Secretary, Treasurer and Awards Chairman will serve as judges in selecting the recipient of the award. 

The Awards Committee will notify the Local Societies of the Following criteria:

A. A letter from the Society outlining the Member’s outstanding service within the local society

B. The nominee must be an active SCDAA member with current membership.

C. The nominee must have served actively on at least one committee or office within the society.
D. The nominee must not have missed more the one Local meeting during the current year. Verification needed from Local Society Secretary.

E. To be considered outstanding, the nominated dental assistant should have upheld this profession in the highest regard and should have promoted the interest and betterment of this profession. The member should have attended meetings, served on committee, and supported the Society in all activities, and encouraged membership among peers. This member must uphold the Dental Assistants Creed and Pledge and continue professional education.
